I understand, as the Mover, I must comply with all regulations set forth in Six Nations of the Grand River Traffic By-Law. 
 
The Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless the Six Nations Council from and against all claims, losses, costs, damages, suits, 
proceedings or actions arising out of or related to the Contractors activities in executing the work, including his omissions, improper acts or 
delays in executing the work. 
 
I acknowledge, that I am responsible for notifying the utility companies (Hydro, Bell, Natural Gas, Cable) of the proposed route, to 
accompany the wide load for movement of their lines, cable or wire, if necessary.  I further understand that I am responsible for advising 
school bus agencies on Six Nations Territory and requesting CKRZ radio Station to announce a wide load moving date and location, at least 2 
days in advance of the move and at my expense, if applicable. 
 
I also understand that should a Police escort be required, as per Six Nations Police Policy, I am responsible for the cost of such escort as set 
out by the Chief of Police.  Payment and three (3) days notification will be made prior to the move. 
 
The Owner, Operator or Mover of an over dimensional load which a permit has been granted is nevertheless responsible for all damages that 
may be caused to the highway by reason of the driving, operating or moving of any such over dimensional vehicle, load or structure.  Six 
Nations Council or Public Works will not be liable for any damages to utilities as a result of issuing a Wide Load Moving Permit.
